The Children of Chipulukusu
     Our greatest joy and pride as A Home for Charity for the year 2010 is perhaps to see the Children of Chipulukusu Compound successfully progress to their respective new grades next year. The raising of funds has not been so easy as help was only received from our partners who have greatly sacrificesed mostly the personal hard earned monies to pay up for the children’s fees.  

     The children are so ready and patiently waiting to proceed to the next grades come next year but the biggest challenge that lies ahead is on how to raise the funds to pay for their education. School fees are likely to be increased as it is a custom here in Zambia, books will be needed as well other essentials like school uniforms, school bags, umbrellas, coats etc the list is endless.

Hope and Heartbreak
     The heartbreaks of the year for A Home for Charity cannot go without being mentioned. The first one being the death of an infant after 
a long illness, Cathy Lungu’s digging of pits to have food for her grandchildren and the  relocation to another city for one of our commit-ted members, Jane Namutenda. Though she 
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continues to be part of the project, her presence will greatly be missed.  

     Funds were raised to relieve Cathy the burden of digging pits and a small amount was given to her to start a small business but she had to surrender the whole amount when one (1) of her sons fell ill and needed to be rushed to the hospital for medical attention. To this day, Cathy’s life as well as many of other caregivers remains in misery.

Measles Outbreak
     With the outbreak of severe measles in Chipulukusu and the surrounding remote compounds, our prayer is not to see the children getting infected as this terrible outbreak has lead to many deaths in the last one (1) month.  Though our government is doing all it can to improve the lives of the people in the remote compounds, Chipulukusu included, the results so far remain less to be desired.

     We are now experiencing the hot season and the heat has taken its toll. We do look forward to the coming of rains but are also scared that many lives will be lost due to the harsh living conditions and the poor sani-tation. It will be another sad journey of pain. 

2011 Goals
     Our target for 2011 is to raise funds for the Women of Chipulukusu to slowly start Small Scale Businesses for life sustainers and probably engage them in the Micro Finance projects. This can only be made possible if well wishers come on board to help and donate generously to serve these wonderful people.
